In May 2008, the National Legislative Assembly approved a further increase in national minimum wages, above and above that which came into effect on 1 January 2008. This will come into effect on 1 June 2008. An increase mid-way through the year is most unusual, and reflects government concern over inflation, particularly higher fuel and food prices.
